April RSO Meeting

Meeting called to order at 6:35 by Jack Clements

If an RSO is working during netandard, noropen hours, should he sign in

as RSO? If he does, it opens the system up to possible abuse as he'd perhaps
inadvertently be given credit for timgerved when the range wasn't officially
open, or it could be presumed he was trying to get work credit during slack
times,when he wasn't needed (the times the range is known to be closed,
people won't show up to shoot, so he'd know he wouldn't have to work.) But

if he doesn't, it will appear to anyone looking at the RSO book later that
anyone who signed in as a shooter during that time was shooting
unsupervised, and also, if he's not sigredthere technically isn't an RSO on
duty, so no one can shoot?

Answer: Yes

Can a RSO open the range under-+open hours? Some RSO's say they do
this to accommodate member and/or nenember shooters who show up.
But it's open to abuse, as a RSO could bring in friends to shoot during a
"closed" time, when he knew the range would be quiet, in effect opening it
as a special privileged time when they had it all to themselves. If he was a
"non-working" (nonr4-hour) RSO, it would be a special abusive of privileges,
as he wouldn't ordinarily be entitled to shoot except during "open" hours.

What is "immediate family"? These are the only people a "working" RSO car
bring in with him/her when shooting during closed "R&®np" hours. The
Board said at the 3/17/0%ntg that this is the nuclear family (which is

Are these the only people who can shoot
rifle/pistol free? This means member, spouse, and minor children living at
home, excluding all children over 18 and all other relatives, right? So even

time are allowed to shoot on comp time. No one else should be there
shooting besides the RSO and their family. There is an active monthly
schedule in the office. No exceptions. 4 hours a month. When you sign in
the RSO book, put comp time next to your name. Sign in on white sheets
you are using your credits. Sign in on green sheets and you are earning
your credits.

If, as in #1, a "working" RSO is there during-stamdard, noropen hours,

and is watching other shooters, such as immediate family, may he also sign in
as a shooter and occasionally shoot, or must he walk the line and not sign in
as a shooter, i.e. if a "working" RSO shows up on comp time with his spouse,
and both want to shoot, would not his shooting leave his spouse shooting
unsupervised?

Answer: Sign in on the shooters sheet
Should a "working RSO" who is shooting on caime, sign in as a shooter?

Should any RSO who is there alone and wants to shoot, sign in as a shooter
every time he shoots?

Answer: Operate as one range.

Can pistol shooters shoot from in front of the bench (effectively "downrange")
when rifle shooters are shooting at the rifle bench and the range is hot?

Answer: Must prove that they have the ability to draw. Must be IDPA

qualified or are you a police officer. If an RSO is not comfortable with it, they
have the right to not let them shoot.
