Initiative 591

citizen firearm ownership.   591 provides for background check 

uniformity and compliance with current and future Federal firearm 

background check laws, while allowing Washington laws to change 

if, or when, Federal standards change. 591 does not reverse any ex-

isting background check laws.  

 

Initiative 594  

BDGC opposes initiative 594 because it is poorly written, 

does not comply with the Federal laws governing Federal 

Firearms Licensees, places an unwarranted, unreasonable 

and unenforceable burden upon only law abiding citizens, 

and will result in the inadvertent criminalization of both cit-

i zens and law  en for cemen t  of f i cer s. Furthermore 594 will:

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It has been a successful summer for our action shooting program. The group continues to evolve and 

our activities are constantly being improved to help develop skills, provide new challenges, and to 

have fun. Over the last year we have added to our òtoyboxó and our equipment now includes a plate 

rack, 40+ steel plates, Texas Star, Dueling Tree, clay bird flippers, and 4 moving targets just to 

name a few. We have a very diverse set of targets to keep things interesting and present a unique 

experience to anyone not familiar with action shooting.  

We received our USPSA affiliation back in the first quarter of the year, and since then have been 

hosting a 4 stage USPSA match on the 3 rd Thursday  of each month. Our club also now has 4 NROI 

certified USPSA range officers. This discipline has been a great addition to our club as it helps de-

velop shooters skills by encouraging them to develop strategies to leverage their own particular 

strengths through stage planning, movement, and speed/accuracy tradeoffs.  

IDPA continues to take place on the 2 nd Thursday  of each month. IDPA has been the cornerstone of 

our action shooting program since its inception in 2006. With its roots in defensive pistol shooting, it 

offers a low impact practical application of pistol skills. We have a reputation for developing some 

great talent, and this year was no exception. At the Washington State IDPA Championship, we took 

home 5 plaques. Jon Miller was 1 st place SSP Marksman, Tim Smith was 1 st place SSP Expert, 

Ryan Essary was SSR Division Champion, and Jeff Phillips was 1 st Place CDP Master as well as 

CDP Division Champion. The division champion plaques are of great significance because there are 

only five divisions, and of those five divisions, two of the champion plaques went to shooters from 

Arizona; as a result, of the three plaques earned by Washington shooters, BDGC took home two of 

them!  

3-Gun has just reached its one year anniversary at BDGC. In addition to our 1 st Thursday  3-Gun 

activities, we expanded it to include a 3 rd Sunday  of the month match each month through the 

spring and summer. This has been a great experience for all involved, as you never really know 

what you can do until you try, and you never truly realize how your gear performs until you serious-

ly push on it. Even for people who are experienced with shotguns and rifles, 3 -gun is an eye opening 

activity because you find yourself being required to do things that are unusual, awkward, or just 

flat difficult.  

The fourth Thursday of each month is our practice night. Every other Thursday is structured, and 

this evening gives us a chance to develop our skills through repetition and coaching. If you are in-

terested in jumping into action shooting but think it sounds complicated, intimidating, or simply 

want more information; this is the perfect night to show up. No score is kept, the stages are not for-

mal, it is an opportunity to try new things and focus on developing your skills.  

We shoot every Thursday . Setup begins at 4:30 and shooting runs from 5:00 until 7:00. We shoot in 

the dark (with lights of course), in the rain, in the wind, and even in the snow. Anyone is welcome to 

show up, the cost is $5 for members and $15 for non -member, and this fee goes to cover targets and 

consumables. We love seeing new shooters and introducing them to this sport. If you have ques-

tions, please feel free to shoot me an email and I would be glad to help you out.

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¶ Not improve public safety because it fails to address criminal possession and use of fire-

arms, or the access to firearms by the mentally ill;  

¶ Engender disrespect for the law by re -defining ordinary, safe recreational and shooting 

behaviors as crimes. The predictable result will be massive non -compliance; 

¶ Divert scarce law enforcement resources to the tracking, policing, prosecution and incar-

ceration of ordinary good citizens who merely engage in the sharing, trading or private 

sale of firearms;  

¶ Damage existing firearm safety and hunting safety training programs, perhaps eliminat-

ing our Womens Pistol classes,  by preventing the temporary transfer of firearms among 

trainers and students;  

¶ Create criminal penalties, up to Class C felonies, for recreational sharing  of firearms, 

temporary loan  of firearms and many other ordinary non -criminal activities;  

¶ Define paperwork violations as "serious" offenses under Washington law --the equivalent 

of  assault and  drive by shootings --requiring that conviction will result in loss of civil 

rights including the right to vote and own a firearm, and imposing consecutive sentences 

for each firearm possessed after conviction;  

¶ Register all firearms which are temporarily transferred, not just those sold, thus creating 

a vast firearm registry in the State Department of Licensing which largely duplicates ex-

isting federally required record keeping. This registry must accommodate millions of tem-

porary transfers each year at huge expense to the State in computer systems, employees 

and facilities; the multi -million dollar cost of this registry will be borne by the taxpayers 

with no public safety benefit;  

¶ Make criminals of law enforcement officers, who will  not be exempt from  record-

keeping  provisions except  when on official business, and only with agency -owned (not 

their privately -owned) firearms.  Violations will cost them their jobs.
